ITALY BARI - The Bronze Medal of the President of the Senate Renato Schifani, assigned to the 3rd 
International Competition "Journalists of the Mediterranean will be delivered during the 
ceremony. So, once again an institutional witness of the Italian Government at the international event 
involving journalists from the European Union, from the Balkans and the Mediterranean.

Registration is free and the winner of 
each section will be awarded a cash prize of € 1000, while the overall winner will be awarded a 
prize of € 1500. The competition is divided into four sections: economics and international politics, 
women and social integration, prisons and humanitarian rights, religious tourism and regional 
promotion.
