
 

 

REGULATION 
 

1. Fill out the registration form and sign the authorization to process personal data pursuant to art. 

13 Leg. 196/2003. 

2. Participation in the Contest constitutes acceptance and compliance with the articles contained in 

this Regulation. The competition is open to all regardless of age. May not be used in award-winning 

articles and other journalistic competitions. 

3. Entry to the Competition is free. 

4. Applicants are asked to attach: 1) - a copy of the journalistic product on paper original and one 

copy in digital format pdf 2) - video journalism and television services in the form of DVD: up to 30 

minutes of recording time and a summary of service max 2 minutes 3) web and new media services 

must be submitted on DVD. The audio / video services to this section shall have a maximum of 5 

minutes, in case of multimedia (audio / video + text) the text should not exceed 3500 characters. 

5. For all sections of the contest you must attach a summary outlining the progress of work, 

newspaper, author and date of publication must be legible. 

6. In the event that the article or the articles were written by many journalists must report the names 

of those who have contributed to the development. Journalists joined the group, however, can not be 

more than three. 

7. For articles drawn from more journalists must indicate the name of the head of the group  who will 

receive the award. 

8. To be eligible for the competition entries must be sent by registered mail not later than April 15th, 

2011 at the headquarters of the association in Via Della Repubblica 67, 70025  Grumo Appula 

(Ba) Italy. 

9. For articles in foreign languages attach Italian translation. 

10. A photocopy of registration of the Order of Journalists, the identity card, tax code and 

curriculum vitae. 

11. Competition is open to journalists publicists, journalists, professionals, students of science degree 

in communications or Master's in journalism. For farmers or Master of School journalism attach 

certificate of attendance from which emerges the training, released by the body. 

12. Applicants may submit only one item or service section and a maximum of three items or services. 



 

 

13. The awards ceremony will take place in the beautiful scenery at the Sheraton Nicolaus Bari 

Prizes must be collected in person. Is not admitted responsibility for claiming the prize, on pain of 

exclusion. 

14. The participant was placed first overall in the competition will receive a cash prize of    € 1,500. 

For each section of the contest will receive a winning organization will receive a prize of € 1,000. 

15. Cash prizes will be delivered on the day of the award. 

16. All cash prizes for both the Italian journalists who for those abroad, are shown gross of 

withholding tax and the minimum percentage required under the Act in force. Delivery of the prize 

will then be paid the net amount after deductions. 

17. In addition to cash prizes, reserved only for winners will be awarded the Jury Prize and Special 

Mentions. 

18. There are no shared prizes. 

19. All articles or films in competition must be made in the period 1th January 2009 - December 

31th, 2010. 

20. Not completed applications will not be taken into account. Applications will not be accepted with 

conditions other than those specified in this Regulation. The Organizing Committee assumes no 

responsibility for any leakage of questions of competition and / or communications due to incorrect 

address details from the candidate or failure or delay in notifying the addresses indicated in the 

application, nor for any errors postal and telegraph services are not attributable to the association, 

or which are attributable to third parties in fact, unforeseeable circumstances or force majeure. 

21. You may combine the competition of the Organizing Committee to disseminate advertising and 

marketing. Each entrant authorizes, with the accession to the competition, copyright, the use of their 

image, intellectual work and their contact information, without any limitation of space and/or time 

and without any claims by the Committee organization. 

22. During the period of validity of this regulation, the Organizing Committee has the opportunity to 

make changes, additions for organizational-functional, defer payment of the prize money winners of 

the competition and nothing can be challenged and/or organization of the contest prize. 

23. In case of force majeure and common organizational needs, the date of the event may be 

changed or canceled. Nothing can be challenged and/or organization of the contest prize. 



 

 

24. Participation in the competition implies full acceptance of these rules and release the organizers 

from any liability to third parties. Each author is personally responsible for the works submitted. The 

organizers are exempt from any charge that may involve any dispute about the originality and 

authorship. 

25. The association will play an international character and disseminate images of the competition 

for advertising and marketing needs, produce and distribute CD-Rom or DVD video of each service 

in competition, and give third parties to use the services featured in the contest, use the Internet and 

on the website of pictures and video of the competition.
